Neighborhood Council Bylaws Revisions:  

Many of you got my e-mail announcement 

that NC Leadership Teams should review 

their current bylaws to ensure that the follow-

ing two updates are made:                        

1) Official Neighborhood Council member-

ship can now ONLY include residents of your 

neighborhoods; we can no longer include 

organizational representatives. 

2) Your bylaws should reflect the recom-

mended meeting notice timeframe of 15 

days, rather than the prior 30-day standard. 

2007 Neighborhood Project Fund applica-

tions approved by City Council:                    

On March 12th, City Council gave final ap-

proval to 6 Neighborhood Project Fund ap-

plications, as recommended by Community 

Forum.  The Office of Neighborhoods is cur-

rently drawing up final contracts for these 

projects.

Neighborhood Councils were given $10,000 

to supplement mailing costs during the current 

fiscal year (through June 30th).  After a long 

process, Community Forum decided to allo-

cate these funds to each NC on a per capita 

basis (per resident).  Encourage your NC 

Leadership Teams to plan for newsletters, 

surveys, flyers, or any other mailing needs 

SOON, as these funds will not carry over to 

the next fiscal year.
